
Speaking to a sold out audience of 100
people, the new President and CEO of ING
DIRECT Canada, Peter Aceto, presented
an overview of the state of the banking
environment in Canada. Drawing on the
economic and cultural links between
Canada and the Netherlands, Aceto spoke
to the impact of the credit crisis and global
recession on the retail banking system.  He
discussed the challenges for the financial
industry and the role for ING DIRECT in
a market that has been turned upside down
by the economic turmoil.

Twelve years ago, Aceto was ING
DIRECT Canada’s eighth employee.  A
lawyer by trade, Aceto joined the compa-
ny as in-house counsel and eventually
moved his way up to become its leader.
His friendly, informal manner distin-

guishes him from the traditional banking
stereotype.  He shared with the audience
his favourite Dutch trivia and his own
views on the some of the factors that have
led to the current economic mess, and
where he sees the financial industry
heading in the near future.

Peter Aceto was introduced by Bruce
Philp, a writer and branding consultant who
co-founded GWP Brand Engineering.
Philp is currently the Chairman and a work-
ing consultant with GWP, which has been
ING DIRECT’s agency of record since its
beginning.  Philp is also co-author of the
book, ‘The Orange Code:  How ING
Succeeded by Being a Rebel with a
Cause.’
